Pakistan - Serving on Dispute Panels

The decisions and rulings stemming from the WTO’s trade disputes between its members are a major contribution to international jurisprudence on economic relations. While the Appellate body has permanent members, for the panel stage of the disputes, panelists are chosen from an ad hoc roster of candidates. These panelists are experts in the vast field of trade law. 

Two Pakistani’s, the present Ambassador to the WTO, Dr.Manzoor Ahmad and the Chairman of the National Tariff Comission, Mr.Faizullah Khilji have served as panelists on three WTO disputes. Dr.Ahmad has also served as Chair of the Panel in another dispute.
